We will hit the ground running right
away with IWQ day, night, and NBC fire on the second day of camp. We
need to make sure that we are in the "Right uniform”, "Right location", and
"Right time". We are going to have soldiers at several different locations at
the same time. Section Chiefs and Squad Leaders, keep track of your
guys. Reminder to all Soldiers to make sure they have their military ID and
dog tags with them. They will need them for muster. Please make sure that
you have shared with your loved ones the Red Cross information in case
there is an emergency at home.

Orders / Pay

You will be paid via orders for AT. You will receive a round trip mileage payment with their AT pay. The entitlement is
limited to the actual mileage (don’t estimate) from the soldier’s home to the Assembly Point where government
transportation is provided. The Assembly point can be the AT site and not the unit if the Commander authorizes it. If two
members ride together only the driver is entitled to mileage. We will verify this based on the address on the order so make
sure your HOR (Home Of Record) is correct. If not line out the incorrect address with a pen and enter the correct. For
mileage for members on advanced or rear detachment, non-commuters will receive their mileage payment and per diem
entitlements by completing a Travel Voucher (DD Form 1351-2). Those who commute to and from their HOR will be paid
mileage by Military Pay Branch. They are entitled to one round trip for mileage from HOR to duty station and the mileage
should be entered only once on the main AT order. Collection of meals for officers and enlisted will be based on your order.

Drivers License:

Everyone who has a Military Drivers License needs to have it on them at all times while operating a Military Vehicle, even
if it is expired!

Sick Call: Sick Call will be conducted daily from 0700-0900 by the BN Medical Section in Bldg 10-61. Sick call will be
conducted in the battalion area. See the First Sergeant for the individual sick slip (DD Form 689). Emergencies will
be handled IAW most recent medical updates provided by Camp Ripley / local officials and will be briefed.

Line of Duty Injury: FLL will report injuries to the Btry full-time staff immediately. Unit full-time staff is responsible to
ensure a Line of Duty (DA Form 2173) is completed and turned in to the BN S1 within 24 hours of the Soldier’s injury.
Units will complete the appropriate LOD (formal or informal) checklist (Annex B) with complete supporting
documentation for any Soldier injury prior to departing Camp Ripley. See attached LOD reference.

Muster/Payroll Reporting:_Muster / payroll reporting will be conducted on 141630AUG10 by Battalion Officers at our
Btry Area. Soldiers will report in alphabetical order by UIC. | will email a roster to thru 1SG showings UICs. Uniform
is ACU with Military Identification (CAC) and Identification Tags.

We will continue to review and prepare administratively for mobilization. If you owe me administrative or
medical documents, bring them to camp! It’s your pay and benefits that are affected. Time is short to
square up your records before final SRP. Review your IPERMS record. You now need a CAC card to log
into IPERMS.

ESGR Civilian Employment Information (CEIl) database. No later than 301200SEP10, all Soldiers (AGR
exempt) will update the Civilian Employment Information (CEI) database through the ESGR hyperlink
http://www.esgr.org/linkto.asp?url=https://www.dmdc.osd.mil/appj/esgr/logonAction.do Portal. Soldiers can
logon with their Common Access Card (CAC) or via personal information. Recommendation is for units to
require Soldiers to print the completion certificate on the site. All levels of command up to the NGB level will
be tracking the completion percentage.

Soldier must have legal and physical custody of dependent(s) at the time they are ordered to active duty in
order to qualify for BAH Il at the "with" dependent rate. All Soldiers with joint physical custodial of child (ren)
out of wedlock (with legal documents) and soldiers divorced with joint physical custody are no longer coded
in SIDPERS. You are required to complete a DD Form 114, DA Form 5960, and attach the supporting
documents that the soldier's child is living with the member and the member is paying at least 50% of the
monthly support for the child. The actual amount must be listed on the DD Form 114. Attached the DD Form
114, DA Form 5960, and supporting documents to the AT order. This leaves little time to correct once we
arrive. We turn orders in on Moday the 16™.

As leaders it is extremely important that we make sure that our soldiers understand the importance of
keeping their AKO email account open and active. | understand that not all soldiers use this account for their
personal emails but, being a in MN National Guard this email account is what will be used to pass certain
important MILITARY information to them. Leaders ensure your troops have are good with AKO or fix it at
Ripley.
